Flyers Freshman Make A
Second Half Comeback.

The Southgate Vikings
jumped out to a 7-0 1st quar-
ter lead on Saturday. It ini-
tially looked like the Flyers
were in for another long day,
but following that score the
Flyers defense made some
adjustments. Those adjust-
ments proved be the right
ones as the Flyers kept the
Vikings under control for the
rest of the first half. The of-
fense couldn’t get anything
going in the first half as the
score remained 7-0 until mid-
way through the third quarter.
In the third quarter the Flyers
finally found their stride on
offense as they were able to
put up six points to make the
score 7-6 going into the
fourth quarter. In the fourth
quarter the Flyers were able
to find the end zone again as
they took a 13 - 7 lead.
